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Cele: 
 Competition in the marketplace is a simple and efficient means of guaranteeing consumers products and services of excellent quality at competitive prices. Suppliers (producers and traders) offer goods or services on the market to meet their customers' demands. Customers seek the best deal available in terms of quality and price for the products they require. The best deal for customers emerges as a result of a contest between suppliers.
Competition policy aims to ensure wider consumer choice, technological innovation and effective price competition, thus contributing to both consumer welfare and to the competitiveness of European industry. This is achieved by ensuring that companies compete rather than collude, that dominant companies do not abuse their market power and that efficiencies are passed on to final consumers. Therefore acquiring a knowledge within that scope is of great importance for any future lawyer.

· Community secondary law 
II. Institutional framework:
· The European Commission and Community Courts

· National competition authorities and national courts

· Relation between national and European competition laws

· Liberalisation (introducing competition into monopolistic sectors, i.e. telecommunications, granting monopoly rights, separating infrastructure from commercial activities, application Article 81 and 82 in special sectors: agriculture, postal services, telecommunications, transport, banking, insurance and securities).

· Exclusion of sectoral regimes.

· State aid control.

· Unfair competition and consumer protection.
