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Objective: 

The course provides the students with the analysis of the foundations of international law. Particular attention is paid to the role of law in international relations and the impact of international organisations in that regard.

Assessment: 

The course grade will be based on class participation and a final exam.

Contents: 

1. The nature of international law: role, enforcement and effectiveness. 

2. The sources: the international treaties, international customary law, general principles, unilateral acts (states, international organisations), other sources.

3. International law and municipal law: theories, int'l law in the domestic legal system, consequences. 

4. Personality in international law: concepts, subjects: statehood, non state actors with special focus on international organisations, recognition. 

5. Territorial sovereignty: the concept of territory, creation and transfer, status, law of the sea, space, outer space. 

6. Jurisdiction: general principles, privileges and immunities, diplomatic and consular relations. 

7. Settlement of international disputes: diplomatic and judicial methods, the International Court of Justice.
