Pursuant to Article 13 of the General Data Protection Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of 27 April 2016 (GDPR) we inform you that:

2. Your personal data will be processed due to the obligation to give your consent to adjust the admissions process for a minor, which is required by law (Art. 6 (1)(c) of the GDPR). 
3. Without your declaration, the minor will not be granted adjustment of the admissions process. The declaration will be kept for the time indicated by the law for the retention of student records. 
4. In accordance with the provisions of the GDPR, you have the right of access to your data, the possibility to correct and restrict the processing of your data, as well as the right to lodge a complaint with the President of the Personal Data Protection Office. 
5. The administrator has appointed a Data Protection Officer (DPO), who can be contacted via e-mail: IOD@uwr.edu.pl or by mail to the address: pl. Uniwersytecki 1, 50-137 Wrocław. 
6. The DPO can be contacted on all matters relating to the processing of your personal data by the University of Wrocław and your exercise of rights related to the processing of your personal data. 
7. Personal data will be processed only by authorised persons and entities supporting the admissions and teaching process.
